The English department aims to develop higher-order reading and critical thinking skills that encourage genuine enquiry into different topics and themes. Students
will draw upon a range of texts as reading stimulus and engage with creative as well as real and relevant contexts. The study of the AQA specification will ensure
that students can read fluently and write effectively. Students will be able to demonstrate a confident control of Standard English, using grammatically correct
sentences, deploying figurative language and analysing texts both in spoken and written English.

How will | be assessed?

At key stage 4 work is assessed through GCSE type questions so that students can practise and
refine the skills needed for each question. We also deliver weekly knowledge testing on Educake.
Teacher feedback is given verbally, in books and on assessed work so that pupils can improve their
understanding and refine their skills as they become more familiar with the different questions.
Examination: Spoken English will be teacher assessed at the end of year 10.

The GCSE course is 100% exam based and will involve two papers as outlined above, taken at the
end of Year 11. Both papers are 1 hour 45 mins long.
